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(Palatine Assisting Through Hope 
www.path-palatine.org) which cre-
ates the baskets and oversees dis-
tribution to the social workers. 
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When you buy fair trade gifts at 
our annual Fair Trade Bazaar, you 
help to empower impoverished com-
munities from disadvantaged coun-
tries. These co-ops produce high qual-
ity products in a protected environ-
ment with no slave or child labor. They 
are paid fair wages and observe gen-
der equality. They are also learning to 
produce in environmentally safe ways. 
This help and hope allows them to 
provide food, shelter, education, and 
health care for their families. We pro-
mote this economic growth and justice 
by buying Fair Trade items. 

There is more to fair trade than 
just coffee and chocolate. You will find 
jewelry, clothing, scarves, and much 
more. So, come to the Fair Trade Ba-
zaar, bring your friends, and make 
your money live through a sustainable 
economic system.

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Once/month we offer fair trade choco-
late, coffee, tea, cocoa, olive oil, and 
snacks from Equal Exchange for sale. 
For each pound of Equal Exchange 
foods purchased, 20 cents goes to 
the UUSC’s Small Farmer Fund. 
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As I sit down to write this muse, 

the election is only 12 days away. A 
young man visiting us this morning 
mentioned that he’d heard a minister 
list 12 reasons to vote for Donald 
Trump. I was shocked – I thought that 
clergy were not supposed to tell peo-
ple for whom to vote. That is partisan 
politics, and because we are privi-
leged in the US by not having to pay 
taxes, we are supposed to refrain 
from meddling in partisan politics. 
(Talking about issues, exploring the 
moral dimensions of the issues is crit-
ical. Encouraging a congregation to 
study the issues, to vote, to partici-
pate is a moral responsibility in a de-
mocracy. And, for Unitarian Univer-
salists, the commitment to and advo-
cacy for democracy itself is central, 
following directly from the inherent 
worth and dignity of the individual.) 

Still, during an election season 
and at all seasons, the function of the 
religious community is not to mirror 
the larger society, but to question, to 
establish itself on principles apart 
from that society – principles that re-
flect the deepest moral values, the 
fullest spiritual vision of the religious 
community. If this were not so, the 
religious community would be no dif-
ferent than any club or civic organiza-
tion. 

Coming to a faith community, we 
seek an alternative to, an antidote for 
the social status quo. We come seek-
ing a message that will transform our 
spirits and a community that will 
transform our lives, seeking people 
with whom to share the meanings of 
our lives, and seeking hope that there 
are new, better ways for humans to 
dwell together upon this rare and 
generous planet. 

There are a hundred different 
decisions to be made in any congre-
�������������
������������������	�������
ways we make decisions outside of 
the faith community – at work, at 
school, in politics, we fail our core 
purposes in coming together.   

It takes courage and vision to 
buck social convention and even 
more to think outside that convention. 
“We’ve always done it that way.” “This 
is more efficient.” “People won’t un-
derstand this new thing, change.” 
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Rev. Denny-Hughes was the

Those are all moments when 
change is challenged (and there are 
many more). (Of course, there are 
always considerations to be taken 
when making change -- that’s a 
whole other reflection – how to re-
spect the past, how to work effec-
tively and with relative efficiency, 
how to teach and learn together.) 
The gift and challenge of life in a 
faith community is that it asks us 
that we constantly ask ourselves, “is 
this thing I am thinking of, is this 
action we are planning, is this budg-
et or program or conversation help-
ing us to realize or embody the 
world we hope to see, or is it just 
continuing business as usual?” 

The religious community is a 
space in which process matters 
more than product, relationships 
more than rules, hopes and ideals 
more than tradition. For some reli-
gious communities, the rules, rela-
tionships, traditions, and ideologies 
come from some place outside the 
congregation, even outside time. 
They can be neither contemporary 
nor progressive nor visionary. Faith 
communities have always served 
the wider world, but often they do 
so from the standpoint of traditions 
– beliefs, value, and message. For 
many other faith communities and 
especially our own, Unitarian Uni-
versalists see ourselves in the con-
text of history – responding to our 
time and being changed by it, sifting 
through the messages all around us 
for the timeless and evolving ones 
that can help to bring about the 
world for which we long.  

We are blessed with a tremen-
dous freedom in this faith, but it is a 
freedom that asks us to do some 
heavy lifting – to be visionaries, 
leaders, ever growing, learning and 
able to think, feel, create, and live 
with spiritual grounded imagination. 
We are free – and in some way 
bound to be contemporary, progres-
sive, or visionary. This means that 
no matter the outcome of the elec-
tion, we have our work cut out for 
us as a faith community – to serve 
our principles, to practice our faith 
as a community in covenant, and to 
make one portion of the world re-
semble our collective hope and vi-

sion while working to change the 
larger world for the purpose of com-
passion, justice, peace, and reason.  
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Hospitality Teams are the friend-

As we work on spreading the Good 
News of Unitarian Universalism and 
Countryside Church, we need to be 
ready to warmly receive those who 
come – we count on the Hospitality 
Teams to help with that.

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We spent considerable time at 

our Board retreat and over the sum-
mer revisiting the current mission and 
vision statements so that we can bet-
ter chart a path for the future of our 
congregation. We shared our work 
with the Ministry Council and sought 
their input on our work so far. Chang-
es were made, and as we further re-
fine these statements, we will be 
sharing our work with all of you.  

Why are we spending time revis-
ing the existing mission and vision 
statements? Our goal isn’t to create 
eloquent, feel-good statements that 
get placed in a document somewhere 
and that most members don’t know 
about. Rather, it is our hope and our 
intent that these statements accurate-
ly reflect the desires of the congrega-
tion and that they will serve as our 
guidelines for action as we move for-
ward. 

We all believe strongly that our 
congregation and our UU faith are a 
vital part of our individual lives and 
have much to offer the larger commu-
nity. The communities that are orga-
nized to adapt, evolve, and use their 
resources wisely and efficiently will be 
the communities that stay vibrant. 
Working to have a streamlined, con-
sistent, and transparent process for 
decisions involving our resources is 
an important part of that. The mission 
and vision statements will ideally give 
clarity and consistency to the choices 
we make and the actions we take. 

As mentioned in last month’s Fo-
cus, one of the projects your BOT has 
undertaken is reviewing and revising 
our Mission and Vision Statements. 
This project grew out of recommenda-
tions from the Strategic Planning 
Committee (SPC) as well as the de-
sire of the BOT and staff to make 
concrete connections between our 
mission, vision, and strategic plan-
ning. Our mission and vision state-
ments will serve as the overarching 
guidelines that the BOT, ministries, 
staff, and congregation use to guide 
our decisions and choices about the 
use of our resources going forward. 
Our long-range planning will be con-
nected directly to acting on elements 
of these statements. 

While there have been changes 
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in text, the biggest difference you 
may note is that what is labelled as 
mission and vision is reversed. Do-
ing background research for this 
project, it is interesting to note that 
there are differences in definitions of 
what comprises a mission statement 
and what makes a good vision 
statement. Part of those differences 
can be attributed to the different 
outlooks of different kinds of organi-
zation (corporation vs. non-profit, 
secular vs sacred). A very succinct 
and clear definition can be found in 
a book by Jacquelyn Freedman 
called ‘Updraft.’ The SPC handed 
us a tremendous amount of infor-
mation that they had gathered from 
all of you. The BOT has tried to dis-
till all of that information into con-
crete goals and ‘calls to action.’ 
Freedman’s definitions of mission, 
vision, and strategic plans seemed 
the best suited to help guide our 
work in making connections be-
tween who and what we are and 
how we are going to go forward in 
the world as a congregation, based 
on the desires and ideals that were 
expressed through the work of the 
SPC as they gathered information 
from the congregation.   

The Mission statement is meant 
to be an outwardly directed state-
ment, a way to tell the world what 
our larger purpose is, what we do 
that others may not or may do differ-
ently. Ideally it should be 25 words 
or less and will provide a simple, 
succinct statement that we can 
share with others as a way of clearly 
describing what/who we are. The 
Vision statement is a more specific, 
detailed imagining of where we want 
to head. The strategic or long-range 
plan is what will connect these two 
statements, ideally allowing us to 
“realize our vision and stay true to 
our mission.”  

We will have several Town Hall 
meetings, beginning in January, to 
gather feedback on the revisions to 
these statements and to plan a sus-
tainable and vibrant future for Coun-
tryside. Your BOT and staff hope 
you will consider these statements 
thoughtfully as part of that process. 
Of course, you are welcome to give 
feedback sooner. Your board presi-

dent is always available at 
prez@ccuu.org, or you can reach 
out to any trustee when you see us 
at coffee hour on Sundays 
Mission Statement Draft 
We are a spiritual community active-
ly answering the call for love, com-
passion, reason, and justice.

This 
fund is managed by Vanguard 
with the oversight of the CCUU

form of dividends, interest, or 
stock sale proceeds) will be put 
back into the fund until it reaches 
a pre-established goal.

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share with you stories of how many of 
our individual members are making a 
difference in the world.   

Along with our individual acts and 
long-term commitments, it is im-
portant that we act on our principles 
as a congregation. The monies raised 
at Time & Talent is one way we do 
this. Having a voice in the community 
and the larger world and working to 
make a difference as a congregation 
is an important act of faith, especially 
in this time when the voices advocat-
ing separation, isolation, and a “me 
vs. you” or “us vs. them” mentality are 
threatening to create divisions within 
our communities.   

Our physical presence in the 
community is also important. Main-
taining our facilities and grounds as a 
place for us to be in community and 
also as a resource for the larger com-
munity is a part of acting on our prin-
ciples. Recognizing this, the Outreach 
Steering Committee offered the BOT 
the opportunity to include support for 
our facilities during the Time and Tal-
ent Event. After the fundraising is 
done for our partners, there will be 
two ‘Raise the Paddle’ opportunities 
specific to CCUU, with the larger of 
the two used for capital needs of 
Countryside and the second used for 
a specific project.  

This year, the special project will 
be the creation of a Meditation & Me-
morial Garden on our grounds. This 
will not supplant what already exists. 
Many of the trees and landscaping 
already on our grounds were done in 
memory of members. There isn’t 
space for more, and yet our staff has 
identified a deep and ongoing desire 
on the part of many to have a way to 
memorialize those we care for that 
are no longer with us. The BOT has 
voted to support this idea, and the 
staff has located an appropriate loca-
tion on our grounds. The next step will 
be to gather a small team to explore 
design options. The intent is to have a 
simple, quiet, protected place for any-
one to go to meditate or to remember 
loved ones. It will allow us to leave an 
ongoing, permanent record of those 
who have died in our congregation, as 
well as a place for family and those 
significant to our members to be me-

morialized. We believe that, after the 
initial start-up, it can be self-
sustaining in terms of cost.  

What we do as individuals and 
what we do as a congregation are 
both important. We can and we do 
make a difference in the lives of oth-
ers. The Board hopes to see you at 
the Time, Talent, and Trivia Event 
as we all come together to make a 
difference in our community and the 
world.   
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Our lives are not just made up of 
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ries. Indeed, who of us hasn’t felt 
controlled by or stuck in a story? Sto-
ries write us as much as we write 
them. 

There’s the friend who tells us 
that her family “clings to the story that 
I’m the clumsy one.” We’ve never 
seen her trip or drop a thing, ever. 
Yet, at her parents’ home or a family 
reunion, she spills coffee, stubs a 
toe, stumbles. There it is: the power 
of story! 

Think about current struggles 
with economic or racial justice. The 
income gap is described as “natural” 
or “the result of complex global dy-
namics over which we have little con-
trol.” Similarly, the story of race in our 
country is told with an “entrenched” 
story arc. It’s a debilitating way of 
telling the story.  Let’s tell a new sto-
ry! This is the message of our faith: 
We have a choice.  

Are you an actor conforming to 
the scripts handed you? Have you 
found your own way of becoming … 
an author? How are you struggling to 
regain control of your storyline? How 
are you and your friends working to 
regain control of the storyline of our 
community? Our country?  

Maybe your spiritual work is 
about finding a new story line. Maybe 
life changes have closed the book on 
one story and invite you to leap into a 
new narrative. Are you excited about 
what’s to come? Scared? A bit of 
both? Whatever it is. Wherever you 
are at. Don’t give the storyline away.  

Don’t treat these questions like 
“homework” or a list to be covered in 
its entirety.  Simply pick the question 
that “hooks” you most and let it lead 
you where you need to go. The goal 
of the questions is not to help you 
analyze in the abstract, but to figure 
out what a deeper awareness of story 
means for your daily living. So, which 
question is calling to you and con-
tains “your work”? 
1. What genre is your current life’s 

story? Mystery? Adventure? Ro-
mance? Thriller? Are you worried 
that it’s not interesting enough to 
be published? Is it stuck in writer’s 
block? Are you going back and re-
writing the ending?  
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Help spread the word about Uni-

2. What stories did your “elders” 
pass down to you? Have you 
passed them on, as well? 

3. What story does your family of 
origin tell about you? Do you feel 
seen or misunderstood? Does 
your story celebrate or fail to cap-
ture you?  Will you try to help 
them understand your story bet-
ter or will you let go?   

4. To whom do you tell your secret 
stories? If the answer is “no one,” 
is it time to find someone? 
(“There is no greater agony than 
bearing an untold story inside 
you.” ~ Maya Angelou)   

5. Has re-telling or re-writing your 
story healed or saved you? Could 
this offer you healing now? 

6. What current cultural/political 
“story” seems dangerous? How 
might you step up your commit-
ment/efforts to challenge it? How 
might you help the true story to 
be known? 

7. When you tell stories, what is 
most often the purpose?  To con-
nect? Entertain?  Heal?  Con-
ceal?  Remember?  Pass on?  
Teach?  Gain power?   Say 
thanks? Were you surprised by 
your answer? 

8. Are you hiding part of your story 
from the person you say you 
“trust the most”?  

9. Are you faking a story right now? 
Are you following a storyline that 
isn’t really you? Does anyone 
else notice? Do you want them 
to? Do you plan to bring this false 
story to an end?    

10.What story did you walk away 
from? All of us think about that 
other story — that we turned 
down. Whether you regret it or 
not, the road not taken doesn’t 
ever really go away. It continues 
to be part of our story. Does that 
old road want you to return to it 
and give it another look?  

11.Are there parts of your “old” story 
you need to reclaim or notice, 
before moving on? Maybe you’ve 
heard, “You don’t know where 
you are going unless you know 
where you come from.”  

��� What’s your question? Your 
question may not be listed above.

don't include what life is asking 
from you, spend the month listen-
ing to your days to hear i������

Leading up to the celebration of our 
60th Anniversary on November 13, we 
share some excerpts from the newslet-
ters from the early years. 

Nov 28, 1956: “In accordance with the 
motions made at our business meeting 
last Sunday, your chairman has written 
a letter to the Rev. Albert F. Harkins 
asking him to accept our “call” as min-
ister of the Countryside Universalist 
Fellowship until at least July 1, 1957. 
No official replay has been received 
(he is in Boston, Mass.) but unofficially 
we feel that he will graciously accept 
our offer. Plan to come to the potluck 
supper this Sunday evening and meet 
the new minister.” 

From “News from the Area Center 
for Liberal Religion”—May or June 
1957: “A highly significant milestone in 
the life of the Fellowship was reached 
last Sunday when its first Annual Meet-
ing was held. The congregation agreed 
to maintain worship services each 
Sunday thruout the summer, to sus-
pend formal church school classes 
after this month until September but to 
maintain a ‘toddler’s’ sitting program 
during the church service hour for the 
summer, to adopt a budget of $5,000 
for the fiscal year July 1 to June 30, to 
elect the present minister to serve in-
definitely, to adopt a constitution and 
by-laws, and the group elected officers 
and trustees…. About 25 persons then 
went to the proposed property site at 
Meachem Rd near Algonquin Rd to 
look it over. All seemed to be favorably 
impressed. From there, most of the 
group went to the Elk Grove Forest 
Preserve for a picnic. Who ate the 
most is hard to tell—the mosquitoes or 
the people.”
